Varying in scale from massive, life-size figures to small portraits, Singh's exquisite paintings take-up postcolonial criticisms of developing world resort tourism-think, in particular, of Jamaica Kincaid's writings. Each piece features one central, fractured and fairly monstrous figure in a tropical locale; roughly half are locals and the others are tourists, which you can generally tell from their garish bathing suits and floatation devices. Singh adds surreal touches such as mythical animals, masks and anomalous growths like extra limbs, eyes and heads. It makes our annual summer staycation look much better. 
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
