feet, adorned with watercolor and
charcoal paintings on one side and
ermbroidered fabric on the other,
Dodiva's brooding protagonists appear
enrmezhed in mythical narratives
referencing the past grandeur of courtly
civilizationsz, paiting a Balinese princess
with & worman in a kimono, In Love
Corden , a troubled face peers out from
behind a massive diarmond ring linked
to a circle of keys, evoking the
oppressive yet elusive nature of love
interrninglad with wealth and power,
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
