The New York based artist presents paintings that show his latest
interpretations of traditional genres of portraiture, landscape and still life. His
personal colour range, acid and saturated, always dominate these themes.
The artist’s work can be seen as somewhere between realism and rationalism
and is positioned for dream worlds and an orderly chaos. It also includes
elements of late nineteenth century symbolism and the surrealism of the early
twentieth century. Galeria Javier Lopez are the first Spanish gallery to present
the artist and display his work at Art International Istanbul.
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
