Christian Lemmerz’s
gold-leaf figurine of Osama bin Laden as Jesus and photographs of Leona
Helmsley printed on gold foil by Dimitrios Antonitsis overdose on bling, while
two variations of “Hairy Guy,” a creature cast in bronze by Liz Craft, could be
slacker relatives of Cousin It.
